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THE BASIS THEORIES OF SYSTEMS' TRANSFORMATION

The purpose of the article is to justify the theoretical basis and methodological foundations of the systems' transformation in the context of the
influence of external and internal factors. The author substantiates the regularities and principles of system' transformation, determines the
external and internal factors of this process, reveals their objectivity and subjectivity; the general law of transformation of systems is defined and
formulated; An approach to mathematical modeling of systems is proposed on the basis of complex consideration and application of external and
internal factors. The general law of systems transformation is definite for the first time. The law objectively takes into account all existing theories
and concepts concerning transformation, self-organization and modernization of systems.

The obtained research results allow at the present stage of development of science to create a universal approach and the corresponding
equipment for modeling, analysis and evaluation of the degree of transformation of systems of any origin.

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COGNITIVE APPROACH OF MENTAL REALITY

Conceptualization of the peculiarities of interaction of social and mental representation, revealing features of mental reality,
establishing the ontological status of objects of mental reality. Conceptualization of the relationship between social and mental
representations is realized. The structure of the representation hierarchy was revealed, the relationship between the representation
hierarchy and the mode of being the objects of mental reality was clarified, the role of mental and social representations in the formation
of mental reality was revealed. The significance of mental representations in preserving the autonomy of the individual as the basis of a
democratic society is revealed. For the first time, the mental reality was investigated on the basis of the interrelation of social and mental
representations. A feature of the ontological status of objects of mental reality is determined.

Taking into account the peculiarities of mental representation is the basis to research the relationship between social and mental
representations. The study of the relationship between social and mental representations can be used in the social practices of a
democratic society.

Introduction. Relevance of mental reality study is
conditioned by the need to identify the mechanisms that
determine the generation of a person and society's idea on
the objectivity of object existence. Introduction of the
concept mental reality actualizes the study of social and
mental representation relationship. Information products
play a mediating role here. The urgency of introducing into
the consideration of mental reality is conditioned by the
necessity of studying the interaction of social and mental
representations in the conditions of global information
flows. Objects of mental reality are considered objectively
existing. They are formed under the influence of social
representations widespread in the information space,
through the interaction of information space of different
countries and the influence of global information flows.

Analysis of the recent achievements. The research
is based on the consideration of mental representations
both internal and external (Dilts), the consideration of the
mental representation as a format for information storage
(Rebecco), the peculiarites of mental representations
(Engelkamp, Denis), the study of the relationship between
social and mental representations, revealing of cognitive as
the function of a social system (Muscovitchi), social
cognition research (Jackendoff), features of reality
construction (Baksansky, Kucher).

Presentation of the main research.

Mental reality is created on the basis of mental and
social representation disposition. The category of mental
reality reflects the special status of object existence.
Objects exist objectively, at the same time they exist in a
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specia form and in a special mode. The mode of object
existence is the mode that characterizes mental processes.

Mental reality needs to be explored. Social
representations are transmitted through information
products. They infill the information space. The mode of
this filling is to create a representation hierarchy.
Representation hierarchies include the object into the
system of various relationships. For example, the object is
a murder on a racist ground. On its basis, the system of
representations is created: information about the event,
information about participants of the event, representation
about the nature of the event, representation about the
attitude of different persons to this event (parents, relatives,
administration, etc.), information on the use of this event by
different persons, information on the use of information
about this event in other processes, such as political ones,
information about the condemnation of this event by other
parties and, ultimately, information about the condemnation
of the use of this event in political or other processes.

Each event creates its own representation hierarchy.
Representation hierarchies characterize the informational
status of the event. The most important information status
reveals a more rational mental structure. Events with a low
informational status have an underdeveloped structure.
Under the conditions of the information war, an
underdeveloped structure can characterize an event that
they do not want to expand on a topic or do not want to
attract attention to. The development of the representation
hierarchy shows that the events are in the focus of
attention. Representation hierarchies reproduce complex
information products. The complexity of these information
products reproduces the social representations of certain
social forces. The ruling forces create social
representations that infill the information space. Social
representations of the ruling forces dominate the
information space. One way of this domination is to
recreate their social representation on most television
channels or even all the TV channels.

In the absence of information from other sources, social
representations are believed to turn into mental
representations. But in reality, the picture is sure to be
more complicated. Sociological surveys show the level of
public confidence in a particular TV channel. If this
indicator is 10-15 percent, then this means that the majority
of the population in these areas rejects the social
representations that come through information products.
Social representations do not go into mental
representations in this case. Social representations are not
part of the mental reality. They keep being only information.
This information causes a negative or critical attitude. With
a negative attitude people change the channel. They block
the sensory canals of information processing: | do not want
to see, | do not want to listen to, it is a lie, etc.

An average person does not think over the content of
an information product. They either accept it or do not. If
they do, then they start expressing their opinion. The range
of assessments is very wide — from positive to negative
ones. Critical acceptance affords the opportunity for the
object to enter a mental reality. The object exists in a
mental reality. However, this object is the object of
criticism. A democratic society has a common mental
reality which involves different approaches to the same
objects. Social representations of various political forces
recognize the existence of the object (for example, war).
But at the same time, social representations create
different images, the vision of this object. Thus, mental
reality is an important category of the formation of this
mental reality. The formation of mental reality characterizes

the existence of a common ground for the object to be
considered.

There exist commensurable and noncommensurable
social representations. Commensurable social representations
form an integrated mental reality. Noncommensurable social
representations can not create a mental reality. Thus, the
"Russian world" is noncommensurable for the mental reality of
the Ukrainian society.

Mental representations are the basis of various mental
realities. Mental representations characterize the way
people think. Mental representations are conceptual
entities. They reveal an other cross-section of reality.
Mental representations are the basis for finding new
approaches to problem solving. They reveal the degree of
human integrity in society. If a person is integrated into
society, they will seek solutions to their problems
(employment, training, housing, etc.), directing their
activities to solve social problems. At a low level of
integration into society, a person will solve personal
problems at the expense of emigration.

The low percentage of trust in TV channels does not
indicate a desire to emigrate. People who are critical about
the social representations widely spread in the information
space can be very stable in determining their current
residence. At the other extreme, people who support
government social representations may have low
integration in society. Immigration indicators from different
regions of Ukraine are of special concern. Most often,
representatives of the western regions of Ukraine travel to
Poland. They share pro-governmental social
representations. Representatives of the central and
southern regions travel there less. But the representatives
of the southern regions have a very low level of trust in TV
channels (10-15 percent).

The diversity of mental representations forms the
mental basis of a democratic society. A democratic society
recognizes human rights. The cognitive basis of human
rights is the right to make decisions. The autonomy of the
individual determines their freedom, including the freedom
of thought and assessment, examples of democracy in the
world — American democracy, democracy of European
countries which do not discredit the autonomy of a person.

The cognitive index of this autonomy denotes the
existence of diverse mental representations. Electoral
systems in different countries may differ. But their basis is
always the autonomy of the individual. This is in fact the
belief that people can make right decisions. Mental
representations characterize their own vision of the world,
life and social circumstances. Mental representations are
related to cognitive information. Only cognitive information
is converted into information that is important to reproduce
the identity of the system. Cognitive information reveals the
potential to adapt to the environment. At the same time,
cognitive  information reveals the potential for
transformation, i.e., the transformation of the medium itself,
and its approximation to the conditions of human life.

Mental representations reveal different levels of
conceptual mastery of people of their status. At the same
time, mental representations determine different ways to
change the situation, improve it. Developed democratic
society is based on developed mental representations.
Developed mental representations show the ability to
adequately assess the situation. The variety of mental
representations characterizes an intellectual democratic
society. It is the society that is looking for and can find a
solution to solve problems.

The disposition of social and mental representations
creates tension. It stimulates imposing some objects as
actually existing into the mental processes. The difficulty is
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in the fact that the object is not an object itself, but a certain
semantic formation. Moreover, for real-life objects,
semantic formation opens up all time dimensions. Thus, for
an object that really exists (for example, conducting
elections) social representations introduce a semantic
formation — non-recognition of the results in the future. In
the same way, the space of the past opens up in the
mental reality. Through a social representation a new,
previously unknown object can be introduced in the mental
reality (for example, compatible actions of the Polish and
Ukrainian underground during the Second World War).

This unknown object appears as actually existing in two
time dimentions — in the past (the way it was) and in the
present (how the object that enters real mental processes
forms a new historical reality). This existence concerns not
only things or events (the congress took place, they signed
the declaration). It concerns feelings, emotions, as well as
the ways of their formation and expression (for example,
the formation of neglect, the emergence of distrust, a
sense of solidarity, etc.).

The disposition of social and mental representations
outlines the space of objects of mental reality. These
objects exist simultaneously — in relation to the very mental
reality and its changes in time. This synchronism of
existence of these objects determines the plasticity of
mental reality, its relief. The plasticity of mental reality is
great. For almost 5 years of the war in Ukraine, the mental
reality has changed more than 5 times, and has gone
through all phases — from the shock at the beginning of the
war through deep experience of losses and the
incomprehensibility of what happened under llovaysk and
Debaltsev and to the current emotional experience of the
forthcoming elections on the mainland Ukraine.

Objects of mental reality may be not quite sufficiently
defined and outlined. However, this does not prevent them
from being objective. Moreover, the lack of precision and
insufficiency characterize the objects that cause the
greatest concern. Objects are marked by insufficient
certainty. These objects refer to the objects of mental
reality. They exist today, but characterize events that will
take place in the future. This can be explained by non-
linearity. Nonlinearity reveals a wide range of possibilities.
It also involves changing existing structures, reformatting
them, moving from one law to another.

Insufficient certainty, understatement surprisingly
reside in the objects that exist today as objects of mental
reality. These objects can also characterize the past and
present. The past, as you know, has absolute necessity. It
has already happened. It is no longer possible to be
changed. However, mental reality constantly changes this
state of things. Through the objects of mental reality, the
past opens every time. Mental reality differs from
hermeneutics. Hermeneutics refers to the interpretation of
texts. The object itself cannot be found in hermeneutics. It
simply does not exist. There is only an understanding of
the tradition expressed in the form of a language. And in
the process of hermeneutic attitude a verbal structure of
experience appears.

The objects of mental reality, which are introduced
today and reveal the past, objectively exist. Moreover, they
appear as objectively existing objects of the past. If mental
representations do not recognize the event that is
introduced into the mental reality through social
representations, then they (mental representations) refuse
to recognize certain objects of the past as objectively
existing. But the very fact of the existence of objects of the
past is beyond any doubt. Historical memory is stored in
the form of artifacts. These artifacts are only verbalized and
actualized in a certain period (certain dates). Letters sent

from the front are quoted. Material artifacts (things of
soldiers, etc.) are shown publicly. It nourishes historical
memory. But if these images are not part of mental and
social representations, they do not become objects of
mental reality (a number of holidays that have been
introduced recently have not entered into mental reality yet
and have not become its essential part).

It also means that not all the objects of the information
space which are broadcast every day through television
channels, become objects of mental reality. Many of them
pass like water through the sand, leaving no trace behind.
Only those that enter the intense interaction that exists
between social and mental representations become the
object of mental reality.

This interaction of mental and social representations
characterizes the tension of human existence. Mental
representations characterize all-out efforts of a personality.
Through mental representations, a person enters the world,
defines his/her behavior in the present, outlines the future
and shapes his/her attitude towards the past. Through
social representations, various social groups open up their
vision of the world. They define the world through their
place in it and determine the destiny of the world on the
basis of an attempt to strengthen their position in the world.

The disposition of social and mental representations is
revealed through the tension and struggle between what a
society offers to a person and what people think fit for
themselves. The constant tension between social and
mental representations characterizes the aspiration of
society to unite people and integrate them in order to
accomplish certain actions. But the message of society,
embedded in social representations, does not always find a
response in mental representations. A complex palette is
formed. There exist no simple relation, absolute
acceptance or denial. Even those social representations
which a person cannot admit, introduce new objects into a
mental reality. A negative field is formed. It is created by
various mental representations of these objects.

It is of interest to note that the objects whose existence
mental representations deny become the most noticeable as
objects of mental reality. There is a fierce struggle of
thoughts, mental attacks and criticism. And this emphasizes
the feature of the ontological status of mental reality objects.
It is not just the existence of objects as objective ones,
independent of people. This is the existence of a flurry of
emotions, feelings, verbalized response to the existence of
these objects. Mental reality includes objects whose
existence is concerned with society and man. But the mental
reality does not include all the objects that really should have
worried people and society. Almost nobody cares about
nuclear safety during the war, the problem of regeneration of
land damaged during amber mining, constant loss of
drinking water, critical accumulation of garbage in landfills,
etc. From time to time, notification of these and other objects
(for felling forests, illegal building, etc.) fall into the
information space. But it does not change anything. People
skip these messages not bothering with it.

Conclusions:

1. Mental reality is a special kind of reality along with
the others. Unlike the virtual reality, its objects appear as
objectively existing ones. Mental reality arises as a
disposition of social and mental representations. Mental
reality thus characterizes the world, which is formed
through interaction.

2. The peculiarity of the ontological status lies in the
fact that its objects have a special nature. They are not
divided according to different categories of being — social
being, natural being, human being, etc. The objects of
mental reality can belong to any world — society, global
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community, nature. Mental reality includes objects that
apply to all these worlds.

3. Mental reality characterizes the dynamics in which
objects arise and disappear. The dynamics of the mental
reality reveals the complexity of the existence of the
modern world. The modern world is integral, with the
interrelation of phenomena in politics, economics,
transport, the state of nature, natural disasters, etc.

4. The formation of mental reality is influenced by social
representations. Social representations characterize the
view of the world from the point of certain social groups.
Social representations are part of the information space in
the form of information products — representations of news,
analytics, comments, talk shows, etc. Some events are
widely covered in them, some are silenced, some are
considered only in the form of information from globalized
communication systems. Migration of the population (labor,
tourism, etc.) makes it impossible to isolate information. In
other countries, people are faced with other mental
realities. These mentalities are formed on the basis of
social representations of other social groups.

5. Mental reality appears as a disposition of mental and
social representation. This reveals the specificity of the
ontological status of objects of mental reality. The objects
of mental reality do not only objectively exist. They exist in
the context and terms of certain emotions, feelings, critical
or encouraging attitudes they cause. Mental realities can
be objects, the characteristics of which are disclosed in
different ways. Social representations of the existence of
some properties of an object can be asserted. In the
mental representation of this object, other characteristics
may belong. The most relevant in the mental
representation are the objects in relation to the existence of
which there are discussions, and different points of view
are expressed. The complexity of the objects of mental
reality pass the representation hierarchy. Each object
creates such representation hierarchies. Representation
hierarchies reveal various ontological dimensions of the
object. Indisputability of their objective existence makes
these levels ontological ones.

6. Hierarchy of representations — these are the
interconnected sides of the objects. Such sides may be the
existence of a particular event, the peculiarities of its
course, information related to business people, the change
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of this information, which opens up a new view on their
objective existence, the use of this information (about the
event, about the person, about changes in the views on their
objective existence), attitude to the event itself and
information about it, attempts to use this information in the
interests of different forces, evaluation of these attempts, etc.
Representation hierarchies are also dynamic: new
representations are constantly introduced, existing
representations are changing. Changes in the representation
hierarchy reveal a complex relief of the mental reality. Mental
reality is characterized by constant dynamism.

7. Mental representations form a relation to objects of
mental reality. If mental representations completely reject the
existence of an object (that is, denying its existence as an
object of the mental reality), then another situation arises in
the formation of the mental reality. Mental reality is not
formed due to the disposition of social and mental
representations. There arises a lack of confidence in social
representations. An alternative mental reality is formed.
Under democracy, mental representations characterize the
autonomy of the individual. Individual autonomy is
characterized by the right to independently extract, evaluate
and process information and make their own conclusions. In
a democratic society, mental representations are valuable.
They show the intellectual potential, the ability to adapt and
the desire for development.
